Be sure and seek a well-
balanced career exploration process, including a career interest inventory, analysis of careers matching your
skills/talents, accurate assessment of educational needs of occupational ladders, proper supply/demand data
for occupations within labor markets which could be in a surplus or shortage before looking at that particular
career field, and finally reviewing current job opening data in areas where you seek to reside, exploring real-
time demand/wage data.
